If you have a student in  

Junior High or High School and want to avoid the stacking 

lanes, text your child when you have parked and they may 

walk out to the parking lot.  Just a reminder, Upper School 

students are not dismissed until 3:15 PM.   Please be alert 

and aware of cars entering and exiting the rows of parked 

cars.  Also, be sure to follow the flow of traffic and do not 

pass cars in the pick-up lines.
